This opportunity is intended as a developmental 
education programme for existing managers 
within the Police Service in Scotland. It is provided 
under the auspices of the ACPOS Professional 
Development Programme and offered by the 
Scottish Police College.

Students will complete the Professional Development 
Award in Police Service Leadership and Management 
through distance learning on the new SOLUS 
System. A tutor will be allocated to each cohort and 
will provide online support to the student. Tutorial 
support will be available on a nominated day of every 
week throughout the 18 months duration.

The units which make up the modules are assessed 
in many different ways. The on-line course tutor will 
also undertake assessments. Assessments will 
vary and may include portfolio of evidence, open/
closed book examinations, reports or case studies.  
A strong focus of all assessments will be in applying 
learning to the workplace.
